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When did you start? I purchased  

the hanging birds when we were on our annual 

holiday in Merimbula, NSW, with friends. I wasn’t 

even pregnant but loved the birds. A year or so 

later I pulled them out to see what fabrics and 

colours I could use to tie the room together. 

What was your inspiration?  
The birds were definitely the starting point. As  

a graphic designer, I wanted to start developing 

some ideas straightaway. It was all very exciting 

– and the ideas just kept coming. 

How would you describe the 
room? Garden themed. I didn’t want anything 

too babyish and wanted Illy to enjoy her room for 

quite a few years. After deciding to work with the 

birds, I used foliage prints to represent the garden. 

I designed the leaf canvases by choosing colours 

from the fabrics. Then, to finish the “story” and so 

that the theme would follow through, I used the 

same leaf foliage in the silver wall stickers.   

HOW DID YOU SELECT the colour 
scheme? A close friend of mine began her 

own interior design company, so after a bit of 

guidance from her on which colours to choose 
